A victim’s daughter
strikes up an unusual friendship with the bomber
who Killed her father. And two men—one Palestin-
ian, one Israeli—form a bond after tragedies claim
their daughters. These survivors of conflicts in
Rwanda, Northern Ireland and Israel-Palestine share
their stories of loss and recovery in their own words.
