Carol 
Adamec, treasurer, reported that our funds are getting 
low, but a useful idea to remedy the situation developed 
during the meeting. 

The Apronista group, (eight women, most of whom are 
Rainbow members) invited the Rainbow Artists to par-
ticipate in an exhibit, "Earth Spirit Dolls"  which has 
been accepted for March, 2015 at the OFFCenter Art 
Space.  We decided this show will be a fundraiser for 
Rainbow.  All members present voted yes to the invita-
tion and we had an enjoyable meeting discussing possi-
bilities for this fun and playful group show. 

"The Earth Spirit Dolls came to life at an Apronista Art Retreat in 
the NM mountians.  We created small evocative female figures 
from nature's art materials, referencing ancient protective "pocket" 
dolls.  The figures seemed to breathe and awaken to offer wisdom 
and healing.  We dedicate our dolls to honoring, healing and safe-
guarding women and the earth.  We invite the Rainbow Artists to 
join us in creating earth spirit dolls for a March Exhibit highlight-
ing International Women's Month."  ... the Apronistas. 

This exhibit will not have an artist entry fee and OFF-
Center is waiving their exhibit fee for the space.  In ex-
change for the Center's fee, we agreed to conduct a doll 
making workshop in March at OFFCenter and also to 
help hang their April show which will be a spin off from 
the Earth Spirit Dolls but will include other art forms 
made from nature's raw supplies.  OFFCenter's April 
exhibit will honor the Earth for Earth Day month. Details 
for the Earth Spirit Doll exhibit appear on page 2.
